Thisiswith respect to the above-referenced digital displacement application filed by Budd
Broadcasting Co., Inc. (“Budd”) for low power television station WBPB-LP, Pam Beach, Florida® By
letter dated March 25, 2009, the staff notified Budd that its application was defective because the
proposed facility was predicted to cause interference to the licensed facilities of station WBFS-TV,
channel 33, Miami, Florida. Accordingly, Budd was afforded 30 days from the date of the letter to filea
minor amendment to resolve its interference with WBFS-TV. Rather than file a responsive amendment to
its application, Budd filed a petition for reconsideration of the March 25 deficiency letter. Inits petition,
Budd states that while the Commission may be correct that its proposed facility would cause interference
to WBFS-TV, after June 12, 2009, when WBFS-TV ceased analog operations on channel 33, the
possibility for interference would no longer remain.

By Public Notice released June 10, 2009,2 the Commission stated that it had received a number of
Class A, low power and television translator applications that did not comply with the Commission’s
interference protection requirements because they were in conflict with pre-transition full-service
stations' operations. Because many of these applications would be in compliance with Commission
interference standards after the full-service digital transition on June 12, 2009, the Commission
announced that such applications filed prior to June 12, 2009, through June 30, 2009, would be treated for
cut-off purposes as being filed on June 30, 2009.

In view of the foregoing, the petition for reconsideration filed by Budd Broadcasting Co., Inc. IS
DISMISSED as moot and its application remains pending for further processing.
