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Local Radio Ownership Rule Compliance 

Delmarva Broadcasting Company (“DBC”) is the licensee of ten full-power radio 
stations.  The DBC radio stations are listed by BIA Kelsey as home stations in two Nielsen 
Audio Metro Markets:  Wilmington, Delaware, and Salisbury-Ocean City, Maryland.  

As documented in the attached BIA Kelsey report, “FCC Geographic Market Definition 
for Wilmington, DE,” the Wilmington, Delaware Audio Metro Market contains 20 total radio 
stations.  DBC is the licensee of 2 AM and 3 FM stations in the Wilmington, Delaware Audio 
Metro Market:  WDEL(AM), WFAI(AM), WDEL-FM, WSTW(FM) and WXCY(FM).  This 
combination of 5 total stations/3 same-service stations complies with Section 73.3555(a)(1)(iii) 
(“In a radio market with between 15 and 29 (inclusive) full-power, commercial and 
noncommercial radio stations, not more than 6 commercial radio stations in total and not more 
than 4 commercial stations in the same service (AM or FM)”). 

As documented in the attached BIA Kelsey report, “FCC Geographic Market Definition 
for Salisbury-Ocean City, MD,” the Salisbury-Ocean City, Maryland Audio Metro Market 
contains 42 total radio stations that have been designated to that market for two years or more.  
DBC is the licensee of 1 AM and 4 FM stations in the Salisbury-Ocean City, Maryland Audio 
Metro Market:  WYUS(AM), WAFL(FM), WAVD(FM), WNCL(FM) and WXDE(FM).  This 
combination of 5 total stations/4 same-service stations complies with Section 73.3555(a)(1)(ii) 
(“In a radio market with between 30 and 44 (inclusive) full-power, commercial and 
noncommercial radio stations, not more than 7 commercial radio stations in total and not more 
than 4 commercial stations in the same service (AM or FM)”). 

Note that one DBC station, WXCY(FM), while listed as home to the Wilmington, 
Delaware Audio Metro Market, is geographically located within the Baltimore, Maryland Audio 
Metro Market.  DBC has no other radio stations listed in the Baltimore, Maryland Audio Metro 
Market, nor does DBC have any radio stations that are geographically located outside an Audio 
Metro Market; thus, no contour overlap studies are required.  Moreover, no attributable party to 
the licensee or transferee in this Form 315 application has an attributable interest in any other 
local media subject to the Commission’s multiple ownership rules. 

In sum, the current ownership by DBC of its ten full-power radio stations, which will not 
change due to the transfer of control proposed by this Form 315 application, complies with the 
Commission’s local radio ownership rule, 47 C.F.R. Section 73.3555(a).
