An environmental assessment (“EA”) is categorically excluded under Section 1.1306 of
the FCC Rules and Regulations as the tower was constructed prior to the requirements specified
in WT Docket No. 03-128 and the licensee indicates:

(a)(1) The licensed DTV facilities on an existing tower are not located in an officially designated wilderness area.

(a)(2) The licensed DTV facilities on an existing tower are not located in an officially designated wildlife preserve.

(a)(3) The DTV facilities located on an existing tower will not affect any listed threatened or endangered species or habitats.

(a)(3)(ii) The licensed DTV facilities located on an existing tower will not jeopardize the continued existence of any proposed endangered or threatened species or likely to result in the destruction or adverse modification of proposed critical habitats.

(a)(4) The licensed DTV facilities located on a tower which was built prior to the adoption of WT Docket No. 03-128 and is grandfathered and has not any known districts, sites, buildings, structures, or objects significant in American history, architecture, archaeology, engineering, or culture.

(a)(5) The licensed DTV facilities are not located near any known Indian religious sites.

(a)(6) The licensed DTV facilities are not located in a flood plain.

(a)(7) There are no changes on an existing guyed tower, and therefore, are no significant changes in surface features of the ground in the vicinity of the tower.

(a)(8) There is no change in the tower lighting proposed.
