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PROTECTION OF LAND MOBILE


Figure LM-1, separately uploaded, shows a plot of both the W14DF-D licensed and proposed locations along with the F(50,10) 76 dBu adjacent channel protection contour as well as the 52 dBu F(50,10) co-channel contour.  These contours are all contained well outside the Land Mobile New York City TV Channels 14 thru 16 130 km radius protected service area.
Figure EE-1 shows the NY Area 130 km protection 130 km distance and the proposed W14DF-D, Channel 14, 52 dBu F(50,10) contour in accordance with 47 CFR 74.409(b).


47 CFR 74.709(b) says, in part, “ (b)  The protected contours for the land mobile service are 130 kilometers from the above coordinates, …”.  74.409 (b) continues describes exception zones for a series of cities that have an additional impermissible LM assignments due to nearby television allocations or licenses.  


Also, 74.709(b) is quite clear in the fact that the 130 kilometer protection distance is applied to the reference coordinates not to the actual transmitters physical location. (Emphasis supplied).  
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
