


47 C.F.R. Section 74.1232(d) Exhibit 
Section 74.1232(d) of the Commission’s Rules states that “An FM translator providing service to an AM fill-in area will be authorized only to the permittee or licensee of the AM radio broadcast station being rebroadcast…”

Ochoa Broadcasting Corp. (“Ochoa Broadcasting”), permittee of FM Translator W286DH (Fac. ID No. 201494) is applying for a Minor Modification of a FM Translator Station Construction Permit and is seeking to amend CP BNPFT‐20171201AKV to a new location.  

As the Technical Statement exhibit explains, an array of two Kathrein YA‐7 antennas will be used. The horizontal‐only antennas are skewed 155 degrees. All allocation requirements of Section 74.1204 are met. There is projected interference to WVJZ, Charlotte Amalie but that allowed interference is over the ocean. There is interference to second‐adjacent WKAQ‐FM and third‐adjacent WJKL. In this application, it is shown that this interference remains in the air near the W286DH antenna and produces no interference to listeners of either of these adjacent radio stations.

[bookmark: _GoBack]W286DH’s primary rebroadcast channel is WALO(AM) (Fac. ID No. 50011), Humacao, Puerto Rico.  Ochoa Broadcasting is the licensee of WALO(AM).  W286DH is an AM revitalization translator, and it will be a fill-in translator for WALO(AM).  W286DH’s entire 1mV/m coverage contour is contained within a 25-mile radius centered at WALO(AM)’s primary station’s transmitter site.  To view the Fill-In Translator Demonstration map which shows that W286DH will be a fill-in translator whose proposed 60 dBu is 100% within 25 miles of primary station WALO(AM), please see the “W286DH Fill-In Demonstration.pdf” attachment included with this application.  Thus, FM Translator W286DH is in compliance with Section 74.1232(d).
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
