[bookmark: _Hlk66888235]	1 Chronicles 14 acknowledges that there are late uploaded Issues and Programs Lists (I/P Lists) in its Online Public Inspection File (“OPIF”):

1. The I/P Lists for the 3rd and 4th quarters of 2013 all four quarters of 2014-2016 were not uploaded until March 10. 2020 – after an audit was performed as part of the licensee’s renewal process. It appears that these I/P Lists were inadvertently not uploaded at the same time the other pre-OPIF lists were uploaded on February 28, 2018.
2. The 1Q 2018 I/P List was uploaded on March 11, 2020, again after the pre-renewal audit. This appears to be inadvertent as the 1Q 2018 I/P List for sister station KVRP-FM was uploaded timely.
3. The 2Q 2018 I/P List was uploaded on July 13, 2018 – 3 days late. The GM in charge of the station at that time is no longer with 1 Chronicles 14 so no reason for this de minimis delay is known.
4. The 2Q 2020 I/P List was uploaded on July 20, 2020 – 10 days late. Apparently, the GM believed the Commission had extended the deadline for this I/P Lists due to the ongoing Covid 19 pandemic. The I/P List was uploaded after he was informed of his misunderstanding.
5. The 4Q 2020 I/P List was uploaded on January 11, 2021 – 1 day late. This was de minimis delay cause in part by the first business day of the new quarter (new year) being on January 4, 2021 – removing 4 days from the usual process.

	1 Chronicles 14 also acknowledges that it was late to upload materials to the KVRP (AM) Political File located in its OPIF. In 2021, it uploaded materials for an issue ad request. The materials were uploaded to the Political File approximately six (6) weeks after the initial request.
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
