The instant application proposes the transfer of control of Radio Stations RADIO STATIONS 
KGUM, FAC. ID. 60853, AGANA, GU;  

KGUM-FM, FAC. ID. 87891, DEDEDO, GU;  

KZGU, FAC. ID 60854, MANGILAO, GU;  

KZGZ, FAC. ID 33082, AGANA, GU;  

KPXP, FAC. ID 54766, GARAPAN-SAIPAN, MP  

AND FM TRANSLATOR K243CS, FAC. ID 202202, AGANA, GU; and   

(2) SORENSEN TELEVISION SYSTEMS, INC., LICENSEE OF KTGM(DT), FAC. ID 29232, TAMUNING, 
GU; KEQI-LD, FAC. ID 125527, DEDEDO, GU, AND KPPI-LD, FAC. ID.125202, GARAPAN-SAIPAN,

Section 73.3555 states that: 

Note 4 to § 73.3555: 

Paragraphs (a) and (b) of this section will not be applied so as to require divestiture, by any 
licensee, of existing facilities, and will not apply to applications for assignment of license or 
transfer of control filed in accordance with § 73.3540(f) or § 73.3541(b), or to applications for 
assignment of license or transfer of control to heirs or legatees by will or intestacy, or to FM 
or AM broadcast minor modification applications for intra-market community of license 
changes, if no new or increased concentration of ownership would be created among commonly 
owned, operated or controlled broadcast stations.  

However, in an abundance of caution, the licensee submits the following: 

Attached hereto is a list of radio stations on Guam which reflects that there are 20 full service 
radio stations in the Guam market. Pursuant to Section 73.3555 (a) (1) (iii): an entity can own 
“in a radio market with between 15 and 29 (inclusive) full-power, commercial and 
noncommercial radio stations, not more than 6 commercial radio stations in total and not more 
than 4 commercial stations in the same service (AM or FM). 

 

Sorensen Pacific would own no more than 4 radio stations in the market and not more than 3 in 
one service, the proposed transaction complies with the rules. 

Further pursuant to Section 73.3555 (c) (2) (ii), an entity can own 2 television stations and 4 
radio stations in a market if there are 10 independent voices.
