 Wren Communications, Inc.’s educational purpose is to provide programming that 

educates the public through radio and other media outlets.  The scope of its educational purpose 

is broad including educational programming on religion, current events, history, public interest, 

social issues, and human interest stories.  Specific programming to achieve its educational 

purposes will include NPR “type” programs such as Morning Edition and interviews with 

national individuals of note in the areas of music, art, culture, and current events.  Programming 

will also include public service type announcements that deal with issues of concern to the local 

service area addressing, for example, water safety issues, health matters, and employment issues.  

Additional programming will include programs such as Focus on the Family, to educate on 

social and religious issues.  Programming will also include general entertainment and music with 

informational insight to the music being aired.  Applicant also contemplates educational call-in 

programs on topics including drug awareness, family and social interaction, music, religious, and 

other social issues and will cooperate with local schools and colleges in the hopes of establishing 

and offering internship programs as an educational opportunity for those interns.
