
 
 
 
The instant application requests a power increase for WFED(AM), Silver Spring, Maryland, 
licensed to Bonneville Holding Company (“BHC”).  This station is included in the Washington, 
DC Arbitron Market.  BHC also holds the licenses of the following other radio stations included 
in the Washington, DC Arbitron Market: 
 
WTOP-FM, Washington, D.C. (FIN 11845); 
WTWP(AM), Washington, D.C. (FIN 74120) 
WTWP-FM, Warrenton, VA (FIN 21636); 
WGMS(FM), Waldorf, MD (FIN 74212); 
WTOP(AM), Frederick, MD (FIN 47104); 
WFED(AM), Silver Spring, MD (FIN 8673); and 
WGYS((FM), Braddock Heights, MD (FIN 47105).1 
 
Thus, BHC holds the licenses for seven (7) radio stations (4 FMs and 3 AMs) in the Washington, 
DC Arbitron Market. 
 
Section 73.3555(a) of the FCC’s rules provides that in a radio market with 45 or more radio 
stations, a party may hold a cognizable interest in up to eight (8) commercial radio stations, no 
more than five (5) in the same service.  There are more than 45 radio stations in the Washington, 
DC Arbitron Market (see Exhibit A) and BHC holds the licenses for seven (7) radio stations (4 
FMs and 3 AMs).  Thus, the instant application is consistent with the FCC’s local radio 
ownership rule.
