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TECHNICAL STATEMENT

1.  This technical statement and attached exhibits were prepared on behalf of J Sports

Boston LLC (“J Sports”), proposed assignee of WAMG, 890 kHz, Dedham, Massachusetts, 

and WLLH, 1400 kHz, Lowell, Massachusetts.  Both WAMG and WLLH are licensed to

communities located within a metro county in the Boston, Massachusetts Arbitron Market

(Market #9). 

2.  Since these two AM stations are located in the Boston, Massachusetts market, an

analysis based on the stations in a rated market is necessary.  As shown on Exhibit #1, there are

ninety-six AM and FM (commercial and non-commercial) stations listed in the Boston,

Massachusetts Arbitron Market.  J Sports would be in control of two AM stations in the market. 

The number of stations indicated falls in the forty-five or more stations tier of §73.3555(a)(1)(i)

of the Commission's rules.  At this level, common ownership or control of up to eight stations,

with no more than five in the same service, is permissible.  Therefore, since J Sports will control

two stations in this BIA/Arbitron market with its acquisition of WAMG and WLLH, it is in

compliance with the rules.  That is, J Sports has permissible attributable interests in two radio

stations in the AM service in the relevant market.
