Amendment to Minor change to licensed facility.  The within amendment applies to the above-
captioned pending minor change application to licensed facility.   As a result of coordination with the 
government of Mexico, there is but a single change in the underlying pending application.  The antenna 
pattern as described has been modified to allow less signal to be radiated toward that country.  The 
new pattern conforms with and is contained within the pattern as described on document 
2.2.301.403/042/2006 from the Direccion General De Sistemas De Radio Y Television and as such, 
has been coordinated with the government of that country and thus should not require further review.  A 
copy of that letter is attached to this exhibit and made a part hereof by reference.

Request for Waiver of Class A Application Freeze.  On August 3, 2004, in DA 04-2446, the 
Commission announced a freeze on the filing of several classes of petitions and applications, including 
Class A TV modification applications which would alter coverage area. This application creates only a 
slight reduction in coverage area within its Grade A contour, which is entirely contained within that of 
the underlying license.

Interference analysis.  The following is submitted as an OET 69 Longley-Rice study exhibit for the 
above-captioned application.   The standard Techware, Inc., FCC program is employed.

a.  The stations which exhibit contour overlap or short spacing and thus must be studied are:

b. Listed stations receive interference from the within proposal of less than 0.5%.
