
LPFM Downtown Tucson began establishing its community presence in January 2011 
when Chet Gardiner invited Jason LeValley to help him get the word out about LPFM.  
They formed a web site called Community Radio Tucson (communityradiotucson.org) to 
educate Tucson citizens about the unique opportunity to start community radio stations in 
their part of town.  Attached in this exhibit are the domain registration confirmation dated 
March 22, 2011, and an invitation to attend a workshop that we held at Access Tucson, 
where the station will be headquartered, for people and groups interested in forming their 
own LPFM stations.  This email, also included here, is dated October 16th, 2011.  If you 
check the Community Radio Tucson web site, you will see an item stating that the 
original organization has morphed into LPFM Downtown Tucson.

Since then, LPFM Downtown Tucson hosted two well-attended benefit shows featuring 
local bands and was mentioned on four separate occasions in the Tucson Weekly

We have made appearances to disseminate information about LPFM at events like 
Tucson Meet Yourself and the Peace Fair.  We have been meeting as a group every two 
to four weeks at various local businesses.  LPFM Tucson has been featured many times 
on Access Tucson, the community’s local cable access channel, and the planned home of 
LPFM Downtown Tucson.  In fact, the LPFM workshop that Chet and Jason conducted 
for Access Tucson has been aired on the station approximately 120 times.  The La Cocina 
fundraising concert has aired approximately 30 times while the Dreamtopia benefit for 
LPFM Downtown Tucson is currently in rotation on Access Tucson. Additionally, we are 
partnered with Access Tucson, which has an established community presence of 30 years.
