MOTION FOR STAY

L. INTRODUCTION

Chinese Voice of Golden City (“CVGC?”), licensee of low power FM radio station
KQLS-LP, licensed to Las Vegas, Nevada (the “Station™), by its attorneys, pursuant to Section
1.43.1.102(b)2) and 1.115(h)(2) of the Commission’s Rules, 47 CFR §§ 1.43, 1.201(b)(2) and
1.115(h)(2), hereby requests that the Commission grant this Motion for Stay and stay the
Memorandum Opinion and Order (“MO&QO”) of the Chief, Media Bureau, dated January 15,
2020," in which the Bureau affirmed the Letter Decision issued November 19, 2019% which: (1)

ruled that the Station’s license expired on December 13, 2018, (2) deleted the Station’s call sign,

(3) dismissed the pending Application for Modification of License,® (4) dismissed the Station’s
Request for Special Temporary Authority, and (5) dismissed the Motion for Stay that was
directed to the Bureau and the Emergency Stay Request that was directed to the full
Commission.*

IL. BACKGROUND

In the Letter Decision, the Bureau deleted the call sign of KQLS-LP based upon an
incorrect statement of the coordinates of KQLS-LP. The Bureau erroneously specified that the
Station was at a location 70 miles from its actual location and relied upon this material error of
fact in ruling that the Station was operating at an unauthorized site. Therefore, the Bureau’s
Letter Decision was based upon material misstatement of fact, and CVGC recognized that it
must be reconsidered and reversed. However, because the Letter Decision deleted the KQLS-LP
call sign, CVGC realized that it was in danger of losing the right to broadcast while it waited for
the Bureau to correct this obvious error on reconsideration.

On December 5, 2019, CVGC filed with the Bureau a Motion for Stay and attached a
very detailed Petition for Reconsideration of the Letter Decision (“Petition”) demonstrating
clearly that CVGC had a very high probability of prevailing on the merits of is Petition. In its
Petition, CVGC demonstrated that deleting the KQLS-LP call sign based upon a material error of
fact was inconsistent with Commission precedent, imposed a sanction much greater than that
imposed on similarly situated licensees, and was arbitrary and capricious.

Because the Bureau had not responded to the Motion for Stay, CVGC filed an

Emergency Stay Request with the Commission on December 17, 2019. In the Emergency Stay
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
